Asked Questions

Regarding the Raney Street entrance, why aren’t the
incoming and outgoing lanes the same width?

The Raney Street entrance width and boulevard
placement were specifically designed to deter semi
traffic from entering there. Having a narrow incoming
lane will prevent semis from pulling in and negates the
need for the unsightly yellow clearance bar formerly
needed at this entrance. It will also help keep traffic
moving slowly upon entering that area, providing a
safer entrance for the church and school. Having the
wider outgoing lane will allow two lanes of traffic to
exit at a time which will improve efficiency.

$492,000 Fayette Avenue state settlement brings us
