Welcome! 

This weekend we celebrate the baptism of our Lord, Jesus Christ.  
His baptism was described in each of the four Gospels and marks the  
beginning of His public ministry. At this time, He emerged from a simple 
and private life into public life by preaching, performing miracles, healings 
and proclamations of mercy and forgiveness. However, it is often common 
to ask “Why was Jesus baptized?” We believe that baptism cleanses us 
from sin, but since Jesus is the sinless, divine Son of God… why would He 
need to be baptized? The answer can get rather lengthy and deep, but 
simply put, baptism not only forgives sins, it also infuses God into us, 
making us His children. The origin of this is shown in Jesus’ own baptism. 
Since He had no sins to be washed away, He did not need to be cleansed 
by the waters of baptism. However, by descending into the water, He 
sanctified the water and prepared the way for each of us.  
 

After Jesus was baptized, He came up from the water and behold, the 
heavens were opened [for Him], and He saw the Spirit of God descending like 
a dove [and] coming upon Him. And a voice came from the heavens, saying,  

“This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased.” 
(Matthew 3:16-17)
