The Epiphany celebrates the adoration of Jesus by the Magi, also known
as the Three Kings or Three Wise Men, when they followed the star and
visited baby Jesus after He had been born. The young Messiah is revealed
as the light of the nations. In recognition of the Epiphany and as you
remember the Three Kings’ visit to the home of Jesus, take the time to
bless your own home! Epiphany Home Blessing packages are available in
the narthex.

Epiphany Home Blessing
Gather your family inside the front door.
With a piece of chalk (available in the church narthex), inscribe the
following message on the molding of the door: 20+C+M+B+26.

The number of the new year is split at the beginning and the end.
The initials C, M, and B can represent the Three Kings (Caspar,
Melchior, and Balthasar). The initials C, M, and B also stand
for “Christus Mansionem Benedicat”, which translates to
“May God Bless Our Home”.

Please join us for Eucharistic Adoration on Monday, January 5, from
9:00am-8:00pm. Reconciliation will be held from 7:00pm-8:00pm.

All servers are asked to attend the server meeting on Wednesday,
January 7 at 5:34pm in the church. Shadow servers will have an
additional training at 6:05pm.
